Or, volunteer with your local
chamber of commerce or DDA,
whatever it may be. There are
many ways to help—you just
have to do a little homework.

Through that social interaction
of helping somebody, you end
up meeting other people with
the same interests, the same
energy, and the same direction.
You build momentum in your
personal life and in the
community. As time
progresses, you learn the job,
you get better, and you get to
take those good ideas you had
and put them into action.
